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[bookmark: _Toc222727961]Purpose
This Rule provides for the approval by the Superintendent of items that can be brought into Youth Detention Centres (YDC’s) by visitors, staff and other persons and the items that young people (detainees) can have access to and keep in their possession.
Restrictions on items is necessary to maintain the good order, security and safety of the YDC.
[bookmark: _Toc222727962]Scope
This Rule applies to all visitors and other persons entering a YDC and all young people accommodated at a YDC and staff. 
[bookmark: _Toc222727963]Young Person (Detainee)
1.1.1 The Superintendent shall use all reasonable endeavours to ensure young people are not permitted access to any item:
a) which may threaten the security or good order of YDCs; or 
b) which could be used by a young person for harm or self-harm
c) any other item classified as ‘Prohibited’ as classified in Appendix A.
1.1.2 [bookmark: _The_Superintendent_must]The Superintendent shall determine and approve the items that young people are permitted to keep in their possession. The Superintendent shall not approve an item if, in the opinion of the Superintendent, the item:
a) constitutes a threat to the security or good order of a YDC; or
b) could be used by a young person  for harm or self-harm
c) is classified as ‘Prohibited’ as classified in Appendix A.
1.1.3 A young person shall not keep in their possession any item which has not been approved by the Superintendent under 3.1.2. 
1.1.4 The Superintendent shall advise young people of items that are approved under 3.1.2 in the manner considered most appropriate by the Superintendent to bring the items to the attention of young people.
[bookmark: _Toc222727964]Staff
1.1.5 The Superintendent shall determine and approve the items that staff are permitted to bring into a YDC. Items which are not approved by the Superintendent are unauthorised items.
1.1.6 Superintendent has approved staff to bring daily dose quantities of prescribed personal medication into a YDC.
[bookmark: _The_Superintendent_must_1]The Superintendent shall ensure a list of the items that staff are not permitted to bring into the YDC is displayed in a visible position at the Gatehouse.
[bookmark: _The_Superintendent_may_1]The Superintendent may consider individual requests from staff to bring into the YDC an unauthorised item and may grant approval in writing where the Superintendent is satisfied that the item:
· is necessary for the staff member to undertake their daily duties; and 
· does not threaten the good order or security of the YDC.
[bookmark: _Toc222727965]Social Visitors
[bookmark: _Social_Visitors]The Superintendent shall determine and approve the items which social visitors are permitted to bring into the YDC. Items which are not approved by the Superintendent are unauthorised items.
1.1.7 The Superintendent shall ensure a list of the items social visitors are not permitted to bring into the YDC is displayed in a visible position at the Gatehouse.
1.1.8 Social visitors are only permitted to bring into the YDC items that have been approved by the Superintendent under 5.1.1 or 5.1.6.
[bookmark: _The_Superintendent_may][bookmark: _The_Superintendent_shall]The Superintendent shall consider individual requests from social visitors to bring into the YDC an unauthorised item and may grant approval in writing where the Superintendent is satisfied that the item:
· is required by the visitor during their visit; and 
· does not threaten the good order or security of the YDC.
[bookmark: _Toc222727966]Official Visitors
1.1.9 Official visitors are only permitted to bring into the YDC items which are necessary for undertaking their professional duty.
1.1.10 Items which are not necessary for an Official Visitor to undertake their professional duty are unauthorised items.
The Superintendent may consider individual requests from Official Visitors to bring into the YDC an unauthorised item and may grant approval in writing where the Superintendent is satisfied that the item does not threaten the good order or security of the YDC.
1.1.11 The following items are not considered necessary to performing the duties of official visitors and are therefore not permitted unless approved by the Superintendent 
a) electronic tablets (except for Emergency Services);
b) removable media;
c) SIM cards; and 
d) cable connection or other method of connectivity.
Custodial Officers shall advise official visitors when booking an appointment that they may request written approval from the Superintendent to bring into the YDC unauthorised items.
The items considered necessary for the different categories of official visitors to perform their professional duties are set out below. 
[bookmark: _Emergency_services_1][bookmark: _Toc66689073][bookmark: _Toc222727967]Emergency services
Emergency Services (i.e. St John’s Ambulance and the Department of Fire and Emergency Services) are permitted to bring any equipment into the YDC that is necessary to respond to an emergency. This includes mobile phones, iPads or electronic tablets that have the ability to transmit critical data. Mobile phones must be sighted and recorded on entry and exit from the YDC.
[bookmark: _Toc66689074][bookmark: _Toc222727968]Western Australia Police Force Officers, Australian Federal Police 
[bookmark: _Hlk213154060]Officers of the Western Australian (WA) Police Force and Australian Federal Police are permitted to bring equipment into the YDC, including audio and video equipment and documentation that is necessary for the purposes of carrying out an investigation, interview or assisting in incidents. WA Police Force Officers and AFP bringing a mobile phone into the YDCs, shall declare these items upon entry and exit.
Firearms shall not be brought into the YDC and shall be secured in the weapons safe.
[bookmark: _Toc66689075][bookmark: _Toc222727969]Legal practitioners
Legal practitioners, who are visiting detainees in an official capacity, are permitted to bring the following:
a) laptop (with Wi-Fi turned off)
b) documents necessary for the interview
c) dictaphone (without Wi-Fi capability).
The legal practitioner shall be permitted to display video or other photographic media on their laptop relating to their official business.
[bookmark: _Emergency_Services][bookmark: _Toc66689076][bookmark: _Toc222727970]Official visitors with statutory powers of entry
Official visitors with statutory powers to enter the YDC, such as staff from the State Coroner’s office, Office of the Inspector Custodial Services, and the Ombudsman WA and WorkSafe may bring into the YDC any equipment necessary for performing their official duties.
Judges of the Supreme Court or District Court and members of their investigatory staff may bring into the YDC any equipment necessary for the recording of hearings or otherwise performing their duties.

Prohibited Classifications 

Audio CDs
· Restricted High Impact Themes (Level 3)
· Exceeding Level 3
· Refused Classification

Computer Games/DVDs:
· R (18+) - Restricted to 18+ 
· X (18+) - Restricted to 18+
· RC - Refused Classification

Printed Materials:
· Category 1 Restricted - Restricted to 18+ Years
· Category 2 Restricted - Restricted to 18+ Years
· RC - Refused Classification


[bookmark: _Toc222727975]Appendix B: Unauthorised Items
Unauthorised items are items which pose a significant risk to the good order, security and good government of a Youth Detention Centre. 
They include: 
a) illegal drugs
b) drug paraphernalia
c) alcohol including products designed to simulate but contain 0% alcohol
d) tobacco
e) e-Cigarettes, vapour cigarettes, cigarette lighters or similar devices
f) any communication device, including but not limited to:
· mobile phones, smart watches and smart spectacles/sunglasses or similar devices unless authorised by the Superintendent
· computers, laptops, tables unless authorised by the Superintendent
· e-book readers and tablets unless authorised by the Superintendent
· USB thumb drives or other storage devices including SIM cards unless authorised by the Superintendent
g) portable gaming devices
h) optical media such as compact disks and DVDs
i) iPods and MP3 players
j) aerosols, perfumes, flammable liquids
k) tinned items or containers
l) glass containers
m) gifts or rewards for young people including food of any type unless authorised by the Superintendent
n) handbags, sports bags and plastic shopping bags  
The absence of an item from this list does not imply it is an authorised item.
